Legal rights, alcohol, and age restrictions in Portugal.
LGBTQ civil rights. Portugal has constitutional protection from discrimination on the
grounds of sexual orientation, gender identity, ancestry, sex, race, language, territory
of origin, religion, political or ideological beliefs, education, economic situation, or
social circumstances. Equal rights and legal protection for queer people therefore
extend to adoption, IVF, blood donation, civil marriage, age of consent, etc.
Citizens are free to change their gender on birth certificates, etc — no medical or legal
opinion required after the age of 18. www.equaldex.com/region/portugal

ALCOHOL: street drinking, age restrictions, and drink/driving limits.

Main tourist cities in Portugal have recently been introducing restrictions on street
drinking to limit the noise impact of late-night tourism on residents.

In Lisbon, starting in Feb 2026 - the sale of alcohol for street drinking has been
banned from 23:00 to 08:00 (8am the following day) Sunday to Thursday, and midnight
to 08:00 on Friday, Saturday, & public holiday eves (Exceptions for licensed terraces,
home delivery, and throughout June for Lisbon’s traditional Festas). This is expected to
impact the bar culture in Bairro Alto (and around Cais do Sodre, incl. ‘Pink Street’). We
wait to see how this develops!

In Porto, since 2025 alcohol can only be sold after 21:00 inside cafes, bars, restaurants
and nightclubs. Many licensed terraces also have restricted hours. (Two nights are
excepted: June 23 [Saint John's Day] and New Years Eve).

In Albufeira (Algarve), since 2025 drinking in public areas is not permitted after 23:00.

Age restrictions. The legal age for buying alcohol is 18. Entering a nightclub is legal at
16 years (18 in venues where sex occurs) - some venues may be 18+ on busy nights.

Alcohol and driving. Portugal’s alcohol limits for driving are significantly lower than in
the UK, Ireland, most of the USA, and many other countries. Your normal ‘just the one
drink’ might put you over the legal limit here. More than 0.05% (0.5 g/ Blood Alcohol
Content) is illegal for drivers - compared to 0.08% in many parts of the world.

The limit is even lower for new drivers (under 3 years) and commercial drivers: 0.02%
(0.2 g/l). Enforcement and consequences can be severe.

Timings — Restaurants, bars, clubs. - Everything in Portugal happens late!
Restaurants. The Portuguese tend to eat dinner quite late, so typical restaurants will
open for dinner around 19:00, get busy after 20:00ish and close around 23:00. Fri and
Saturday things will get busy later. Restaurants might have longer opening-hours in
the city centre, but family-run places — even in central tourist areas — will commonly
close at 15:00 and open again at 19:00.
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Lisbon Bars. Bairro Alto. Some bars have started opening earlier as they try to catch
customers, but the streets don’t usually start getting busy until 22:30. But since Feb
2026, new restrictions on the sale of alcohol were introduced to limit noisy street
drinking, which is expected to change things. From 23:00 on Sunday to Thursday; and
after midnight on Fri, Sat, & public holiday eves, alcohol can no longer be sold for
drinking on the street. (Except on licensed terraces, and during Lisbon’s traditional Festas
festival in June). These new rules are likely to impact the existing culture of late night
street drinking in Bairro Alto and around Cais do Sodre (incl. ‘Pink Street’). We wait to

see how these new rules will be applied and what effect they have...

Bars have to close at 02:00 during the week; and at 03:00 on weekends and the night
before public holidays (except for late-night dance venues, which usually close at
06:00. So, if you want to keep going late it’s best to get into a dance venue before the
01:30/02:00 rush!).

The bars in Principe Real are generally spaced further apart, in a quieter residential
neighbourhood, often feel a little calmer, with a slightly older crowd, and bars close at
02:00 (03:00 on weekends and the night before public holidays).

The neighbourhood around Intendente/Graca has recently been developing a small
collection of queer spaces, which all have performance spaces. They often have
earlier opening/closing times around 19:00 until 01:00, and tend to be more
imaginative spaces, with special events, dance nights, food, film nights, workshops,
afternoon events, etc (see ‘LGBTQ Bars: Intendente/Graca and further afield’ below).
Most of the mainstream/straight late-night live music venues and nightclubs are by
the riverside - mostly around Cais do Sodre, incl. the hectic ‘Pink Street’.

Nightclubs. Dance clubs typically don’t get busy until after 01:30. There’s usually a
rush to get in before 02:00. Closing times vary depending on the venue and day of the
week, but usually 06:00 at weekends. Club door prices typically range between €15
and €20 euros, and your entry ticket is often valid for one (sometimes two) drinks - so
keep hold of your entry ticket and exchange it for a drink at the bar.

Many clubs are free entry on a Thursday outside of peak season. On other days
they’re often still free before 1am.

(If you’re told the entry fee is €50, you’re either at a dodgy strip-joint or they’re trying
to discourage you and aren’t going to let you in — Try somewhere else or call it a night
and save your energy for tomorrow).

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Transport / Late Night Transport / taxis
Uber and, the European equivalent Bolt, are popular, cheap and reliable in Lisbon —
often your cheapest and easiest way to get around. (Old-fashioned taxis in Lisbon
have a bad reputation for occasional rip-offs. Best avoided if you can, and if you do
use one, be sure to check the meter is running!).
The last Metro (underground) and overground trains are usually around 00:45
(quarter to 1 in the morning) - but check in advance: www.metrolisboa.pt/en.

‘Drug’ dealers, and drug-use in Portugal
Please ignore the shady characters trying to sell you “Hashish, cocaine, pills” in central
Lisbon — they will rip you off! Even if they give you a tiny sample to try, they will send
you off with a bag of oregano or talcum powder — That’s why the police are powerless
to stop them - they are annoying, but they simply aren’t selling drugs.
Of course, real drugs are bought and sold every day in Europe’s capital cities, but -
despite the clouds of marijuana smoke you might smell in the streets and what you
might have heard about Portugal’s progressive approach to drug use - drugs are Not
legal in Portugal. The law does however focus on drug supply, rather than drug
possession - so if you are caught with a personal amount of most drugs, you will likely
just get a brief lecture. But if you are caught passing, gifting or selling drugs, or buying
drugs for someone else (even buying to share with your partner or a friend) - you
should expect arrest and serious consequences.
Don’t let the occasional cloud of cannabis smoke and the relaxed holiday vibe fool you
into being casual about drugs - drug supply is heavily punished, even if the law is more
relaxed about possession. www.portugal.com/op-ed/portugal-drug-laws-under-

Lisbon tourist-traps, options and alternatives.

28 Tram (and the funicular railways)
Please don’t waste your holiday time in peak-season crowds endlessly queueing for the 28
Tram! Lisbon’s trams are charming fun (and the 28 has the best route past lots of
picturesque sights), but every clueless guidebook/website in the world sends people to the
28, leading to epic queues at busy times! There are quieter and easier trams that will give you
the same experience without the long wait and the crush.
Try instead - Tram 24 from Praca Luis da Camoes, or tram 18 from Cais do Sodre —
much easier, less crowded and still a fun experience.

The funiculars and lifts (Elevadors and Santa Justa).
All the funicular railways (elevadors) and the elevador Santa Justa cage-lift in the city centre
(currently) have been temporarily closed since a tragic Sept 2025 accident on the Gloria
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Funicular. No date has yet been announcecd for reopening the funiculas or the Santa Justa
lift.
Try instead - Instead of the Santa Justa elevador cage-lift in the Baixa, you can
simply walk up the hill to Largo do Carmo, from where you can stroll past the side of
the ruined church and walk onto the upper viewing platforms for free.

Time Out Market and ‘As Bifanas do Afonso’
The Time Out food-hall opened in a characterful market building in 2014 to great enthusiasm,
but by 2025 it was recognised as one of the ‘World’s Most Disappointing Tourist Attractions’,
based on customer reviews: "In theory, Time Out Market is a shortcut to Portugal's vibrant
food scene..., but the feeling can be more overwhelming than charming... Especially June to
August, expect to elbow your way to a seat in a noisy and rushed environment that is a far cry
from the slow, soulful rhythm of a real Portuguese meal".
Try instead — Any of the thousands of regular, affordable, family-run local
restaurants across the city. They might not always look too glamorous, but typically
offer quality food at reasonable prices, in friendly, informal environments.

‘As Bifanas do Afonso’ is an unremarkable corner takeaway on the edge of the city centre
(Baixa), which has been selling the classic working men’s pork sandwiches (Bifanas) for
decades. Two years ago the Atlas Obscura website (‘The Definitive Guide To The World’s
Hidden Wonders’) decided this extremely un-hidden bifana was remarkable, and now every
cliché Al-driven website is repeating the same hype, and tourists queue for hours in the sun to
get a sandwich that you could pick up in any café across the city. Great for the owners of As
Bifanas do Afonso (who do make a classic bifana); but don’t waste your holiday standing in
the hot sun thinking you’re getting something remarkable.

Which Museums are worth the queue?

Like any European city, there are a few tourist sights that are really only worth seeing if you
have a specialist interest in (for example, Baroque architecture), or you are particularly keen
on church interiors. Sometimes the hours spent in peak-season queues can leave you
wondering why you bothered! You can make up your own mind, but I think the following
places that, while culturally significant, get an exaggerated amount of attention, involve a lot
of queueing during peak-season, and might leave you feeling underwhelmed - and below are
a few selected alternatives....

The Belem Tower (Torre de Belem) is a charming symbol of Lisbon, and it marks a key
moment in the development of late-Gothic design - but it’s practically empty inside and the
summer queues can be epic, so unless you are particularly fascinated by late-Gothic
stonework, the interior is just not that exciting. You can still appreciate its charm from
outside, take a photo, tick it off your list, save yourself the queue.

The Jeronimos Monastery (Mosteiro de Jeronimos) in Belem is a wonderful sight, and a
significant historic building — but be careful not to mix-up the old monastery/cloister with the
adjoining church —these are treated very differently. The great church is wonderful inside, is
free to enter and generally has a much shorter queue. The Monastery/cloister are
architecturally important, but they are not huge, you need to pay, and during busy periods
you will have to queue in the hot sun for hours! So, unless you are fascinated by the
transition from late Gothic to Renaissance architecture, you could probably give the
monastery/cloister a miss. But do go see the church —it’s from the same late-Gothic period, is
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bigger, free, cool, atmospheric and you can generally walk straight in (or it will have a short
queue).

The Pastel de Belem bakery (Pastéis de Belém) custard tart shop. Well, who doesn’t like a
custard tart (pastel de nata)!? - and the Pastéis de Belém is the original source, where
Portuguese custard tarts were invented - but it’s also tourist hell on a busy day, the interior is
modern and crowded, you can get custard tarts anywhere these days, and many people
prefer other recipes anyway! So save yourself the crowds, the queuing and the noise - go sit
in the sunny gardens, enjoy the fresh air and get a pastel de nata somewhere else later.
Lisbon Cathedral (Sé). If the walls of this ancient, sombre place could speak they would have
great stories to tell - but it was always a simple building, the later decoration was lost to
repeated earthquakes, and the dodgy ‘restoration’ patched it up in the 19" Century - So
unless you are particularly enthusiastic about archaeology, this ancient church probably
doesn’t have the glamour you might expect from a capital city’s main church.

N.B. Three major museums are currently closed for major refits:
The Gulbenkian Collection. | Love the Gulbenkian: its varied art collection is remarkable, the
building is calm and impressive with elegant galleries, gardens and cafe, and it is always worth
the trip, but... it is closed for a major refit until July 2026! (temporary exhibitions continue).

Museu National de Arte Antiga (National Museum of Ancient Art) is a wonderful collection of
church art (mainly), but the museum temporarily closed in Sept 2025 for a major refit. No
date has yet been published for re-opening, but it is expected to be at least a year. Check
online for updates: www.museudearteantiga.pt

The Tile Museum (Museu Nacional do Azulejo) will be closed from Nov 1% 2025. We wait to
find out when they will reveal their new look (potentially June 2026).

Try instead... It’s up to you, but | think these few places are under-rated, less
crowded and more enjoyable:

The great church of Sao Roque. In a square on the edge of Bairro Alto (not far from
the famous garden view-point at Miradouro de Séo Pedro de Alcdntara) is the plain
front of this fascinating church (Which was a gay cruising ground in the 16/17%" Centuries! -
Join ‘Alex’s Queer Lisbon History Tour’ to hear more about that!). The church interior is an
orgy of gilded carving, it’s free to enter, you can see the world’s second-largest
collection of reliquaries exposing the bones and skulls of dead saints, see Europe’s
most costly chapel from the 1740s, and there’s a museum where you can see the
additional collection of church paintings, relics and gold. Decent toilets in the museum
entrance; coffee and shade (and more toilets) in the square outside.

The Medeiros e Almeida museum (Museu Medeiros e Almeida). Near Marques de
Pombal Metro, at the top of the grand Avenida da Liberdade, this private collection of
decorative arts, interiors and jewellery is spectacular, air conditioned, calm, restful
and charming. (Free 1hr guided tours on the first Sat of each month at 10:00 and
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11:30). www.museumedeirosealmeida.pt/ (For a nearby lunch or dinner, visit the film

institute — their garden café is Fab!: www.cinemateca.pt).

Aljube Museum of Resistance and Freedom. (Museu do Aljube Resisténcia e
Liberdade). Not everyone’s cup of tea — but this will give you insights into modern
Lisbon like no other museum. During the Dictatorship (1926-1974) this medieval
prison near the Cathedral (Sé) was used by the political police to interrogate and
torture members of the resistance. Today the museum graphically features the stories
of men and women whose struggle ultimatley led to the success of the 1974
democratic revolution. Respected and recommended. www.museudoaljube.pt

In Belem - do go to the Jeronimos church (for free, with typically short queues —
See above), and also visit the Museum of Contemporary Art (MAC) (previously the
‘Berardo Collection’). The MAC is inside the Centro Cultural de Belém (CCB) - the
massive pink bunker of a building on the great square of Belem. The CCB contains
various art projects, galleries and concert halls but the MAC collection of
contemporary art is the stand-out feature, featuring pivotal art movements from
~1900 to the modern day - arranged chronologically, so that you walk through
developments in Western art from one room to the next: Cubism, Dadaism,
Surrealism, Abstract Expressionism, Pop Art, Minimalism, etc (Picasso, Marcel
Duchamp, Max Ernst, Mondrian, Joan Miré, Francis Bacon, Yves Klein, Andy Warhol,
Frank Stella, Gerhard Richter, etc, etc). Plus some impressive temporary exhibitions.

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‘The SHORT LIST’ for a queer night out in Lisbon.

If you're visiting for the first time, this SHORT LIST gives you a few ideas for a
queer night on the LGBTQ scene - depending on your mood. (If that’s not your
cup of tea, or you know Lisbon’s nightlife already, skip forward to the themed

sections, starting with This month’s events).
Bear in mind that the weather, time of year and day-of-the-week will affect schedules/crowds.

Most of the gay scene venues are in the adjoining districts of Bairro Alto and Principe Real
(see below) where bars officially close around 02:00 (03:00 on weekends and the nights
before a public holiday). But in the last few years a small number of more contemporary
queer venues have opened around Intendent/Graca, and there are other venues dotted
around the city. These tend to open earlier and close around 01:00, and all have
performance/dance spaces.

18:00 options - Too early to be going out — Chill.

o Gaze at the view from the miradouros (viewing parks and belvederes) of Sao
Pedro de Alcantara, Santa Catarina, Jardim de Torel, etc (See ‘Miradouros of
Lisbon’: www.embracesomeplace.com/best-miradouros-lisbon-portugal)

o Visit the relaxed gardens & cafes at Jardim Principe Real or Praca das Flores.

o Go for a stroll by the river, or visit the Amoreiras garden near Rato to see the
aqueduct, and drop in at Bar Procopio (see ‘Classy Bars and speakeasys’
below).

19:00 options - Pre-dinner drinks, time for a stroll.
o In Principe Real, drop in at the terrace of Bar Tres for an early beer from 18:00
(Free cake on Sundays 18:00-20:00). (‘see ‘LGBTQ Scene’ below)
o In Bairro Alto, Friends Bar opens at 18:00 with shady seating in the street.

20:00 options - Dinner time.
o The restaurants of Bairro Alto can be characterful (maybe a bit touristy),
smaller, generally not expensive. (For some simple, traditional Portuguese food, try
A Primavera, which has a famous photo of Josephine Baker’s 1939 visit: Restaurant a
Primavera. Travessa da Espera, 34, Bairro Alto. [For more on the scandalous bisexual
Josephine Baker’s visit to Lisbon as a war-time spy in 1941, join me on ‘Alex’s Queer Lisbon

History Tour’])
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Restaurants in Principe Real tend to be a bit smarter, a little pricier than Bairro
Alto, but also calmer (book ahead on weekends in peak season). There is a
variety of good small restaurants (many with outside seating) in and around
Praca das Flores, 1200-192, including the nearby gay-owned Swiss bistro:

o If you fancy a drag show with your dinner book ahead at Manny’s Place. (Tues-
Sun 20:00-24:00) (see ‘Drag, Burlesque and camp, colourful Cabaret’ below).

21:00 options - Still dinner time, or very early drinks.

o For arelaxed, stylish drink indoors, try Procopio, or if you like a game of pool,
Foxtrot or Pavilhdo Chines. (see ‘Classy Bars and speakeasys’ below)

o Try a game of darts, a beer and bar-snacks at Portuguese Pub, Rua da Barroca,
15, Bairro Alto. Not a specifically queer space, but friendly, chilled and relaxed.
www.instagram.com/pub.portugues

o For adrink outdoors, the crowd at Friends Bar in Bairro Alto will be warming
up, and Bar Tr3s in Principe Real will get busier around ten-ish.

o If you fancy a drag show without having to stay up too late, it’s time to get in
for the early ‘Café Concert’ at Lisbon’s most famous drag venue, Finalmente
(19:00-0:30 [show starts at 22:30]) (see ‘Drag, Burlesque & Cabaret’ below).

22:00 options - Time for an early drink.
o Around 22:00 more bars are opening in Bairro Alto and Principe Real.
o Dropin at the friendly Bar 106 in Principe Real (opens at 21:00, but come early
on a Sunday for their flirty ‘message nights’) (‘see ‘LGBTQ Scene’ below)

23:00 options - Time for another drink?

o Most restaurants are closing, bars are getting busy. (N.B. Starting in 2026, the
sale of alcohol for street drinking has been banned from 23:00 to 08:00 (8am
the following day) Sunday to Thursday, and from midnight to 08:00 on Friday,
Saturday, & public holiday eves [Exceptions for licensed terraces, and throughout
June for Lisbon’s traditional Festas]. This is expected to impact the bar culture in
Bairro Alto [and around Cais do Sodre, incl. ‘Pink Street’]. We wait to see how this
develops!)

o If you want to start dancing early, head to Purex now — free entry, mixed
male/female crowd, fun bar, DJ & a small dance floor. (see ‘LGBTQ Scene’:
nightclubs for dancing)

24:00 options - Time for more drinks!? (Good time to drink some water??)
o Bars are getting crowded.
o If the hectic energy of Bairro Alto is too much for you, head to the more
relaxed streets and bars of Principe Real.

01:00 options - Time to think about clubbing (or bed)?
o Most bars will close at 02:00 (03:00 on weekends and the evening before a
public holiday).
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Think about getting into a club before the 01:30/02:00 rush. (‘see ‘Nightclubs
for dancing’ below)

o For anight of dancing and a drag show - head for the late show at ‘Finalmente’
(01:00-06:00 [show starts at 03:00: arrive early]).

02:00 options.
o Bars are closing at 02:00 (03:00 on weekends and before a public holiday).
o Most nightclubs have a rush at the doors before 01:30/02:00

If The Short List itinerary above sounds too complicated, here are a few options for different
queer nights in Lisbon: (directions: ‘Alex's Map of LGBTQ Lisbon’ https://shorturl.at/fBJ19)

1 - The all-night bar crawl on the streets of Bairro Alto

For a hectic night stumbling from one bar to another, a night in Bairro Alto is a
signature experience of Lisbon nightlife. A gay-friendly vibe, with several specifically
gay venues (see ‘LGBTQ Scene’ below, and ‘Alex's Map of LGBTQ Lisbon*:
https://shorturl.at/fBJ19), the streets are full of characterful restaurants and, as more
restaurants close (after 22:30) more bars open. All Bairro Alto venues close at 02:00 in
the week, and 03:00 on weekends and the night before a public holiday. The
atmosphere is often hectic but always friendly.

But, starting in Feb 2026, the sale of alcohol for drinking outside has been banned in
Lisbon from 23:00 to 08:00 Sunday to Thursday, and from midnight to 08:00 on Friday,
Saturday, & public holiday eves [Exceptions for licensed terraces, and throughout June for
Lisbon’s traditional Festas]. This is expected to impact the party vibe in Bairro Alto [and
around Cais do Sodre, incl. ‘Pink Street’]. We wait to see how this develops!)

Queer scene dance clubs are mostly in the nearby neighbourhood of Principe Real
(see below) and don’t get busy until around 01:30 (entry is sometimes free before
01:00, and at busy times there’s often a rush to get in before 02:00).

2 - An earlier and less hectic night in Principe Real

A good place to stroll (rather than stumble) from one gay bar to the next is a calmer
neighbourhood of Principe Real, where the gay bars are less hectic than Bairro Alto
and, while the atmosphere is still fun, there’s more chance of a conversation, and less
chance of having beer spilled on you. There are heaps of restaurants in this middle-
class residential neighbourhood, including several with outside terraces around the
gardens of Praca das Flores. One gay bar in Principe Real opens early at 18:00, which is
unusual in Lisbon (Bar Tr3s), but others open around 21:00 and everywhere gets busy
after 22:30.

(These bars tend to be mostly - not exclusively - male, but, although there won’t be
many women in the queer bars, women are welcome everywhere and the
atmosphere isn’t hostile. For Lisbon venues popular with queer women, see below).

3 - Hang-outs for queer women

While Bairro Alto’s bars will be crowded with a good mix of men and women and have
a couple of women’s venues (see Purex bar/dance venue, and Bairrus Bodega in the
‘Women venues/events’ section), there isn’t the same concentration of women’s
bars/venues that there are for gay men (Surprise, huh!).

For more queer women’s hangouts it’s necessary to look a little further beyond Bairro
Alto/Principe Real: The hipster Drama Bar in Intendente/Graca is a mixed venue
popular with women (including events organised by the Fabulez party crew
www.instagram.com/fabulez.community). Drama Bar’s event space hosts varied live
music nights, dance nights, shows, dinners, film nights, bingo, poetry and
performances. From there it’s not too far to Damas - a lively restaurant and live music
venue, which is wonderfully gender-queer, does good food and live music and/or
dance nights.

Lisbon also has a number of dynamic online women’s social networks such as Velcro,
Azu-Lez, Fabulez, Censuradas, Goddess and Rave Girly, which organise irregular pop-
up events at various venues — Not just drunken parties, but also varied social and
creative options. See ‘Women’s venues/events’ for more and follow their social
media for up-coming shows/events, and also see Women'’s groups, organisations
and services).

4 - For a night of dancing
Brace yourself for a late night — most nightclubs in Lisbon won’t get busy until around
01:30 at the earliest (on busy nights there’s generally a rush to get in before 02:00);
but there are a few options for earlier dancing. The following venues all have
relatively mixed male/female crowds (Construction is probably the most male-
dominated):

Trumps is the largest queer dance venue, with two dance floors, the youngest crowd
and drag shows, until 06:00 (Ages: 18+/20s/30s); Posh Club is mixed, mainly
20s/30s/+, closes at 06:00, themed weekends sometimes need to be booked in
advance; Construction caters to a slightly older (Ages: 30s/40s/+) ‘shirts-off’ crowd,
with international guest DJs, until 06:00.

For dancing earlier in the evening - Purex is a bar (Wed to Sat) with a small dance
floor, no entry charge, popular with women, open Wed to Sat from 22:00 and closes at
02:00 (03:00 on weekends and the nights before a public holiday); Drama Bar in
Intendente/Graca is also very mixed gender and has occasional dance nights from
21:00-01:00 (mostly Fri & Sat, but check their social media).

Lisbon also has variety of monthly queer pop-up dance party events with dedicated
local followings, an active rave scene, and occasional circuit parties that stage events
throughout the year - see ‘Nightclubs for dancing — Regular clubs, circuit parties, party
networks and raves’ for more info, and follow groups’ social media to keep up with
event locations, dates, hours, etc.

5 — A quiet night in. If you need a break from going out, try these:

There are three main areas of Lisbon city centre with concentrations of LGBTQ venues: Bairro
Alto, Principe Real and Intendente/Graca (and there is also one community venue near
Marques de Pombal, the Centro LGBT in Baixa, and a couple across the river in Almada):-

e Bairro Alto has plenty of gay (and gay-friendly) bars and gets hectic after 23:30 - as lively
mixed crowds push through packed streets from one bar to the next - especially in the
summer and on weekends.

Starting in 2026 - the sale of alcohol for street drinking has been banned from 23:00 to 08:00 (8am
the following day) Sunday to Thurs, and from Midnight to 08:00 on Fri, Sat, & public holiday eves
(Exceptions for licensed terraces, home delivery, and throughout June during Lisbon’s traditional Festas
festival). This is expected impact the bar culture in Bairro Alto (and around Cais do Sodre, incl. ‘Pink
Street’). We wait to see how this develops!

e The gay venues in the nearby neighbourhood of Principe Real are more widely spaced across
a quieter residential area, tend to be a bit less hectic and attract a slightly older (sometimes
bearish) crowd. The three main queer dance venues (Trumps, Construction, Posh) are here too

e The broad neighbourhood of Intendente/Graca has recently been developing a few new
queer spaces and cafes/restaurants, which all have performance/event spaces. These venues
tend to be more imaginative, quirky and queer than the regular gay bars, with events, live
music, dance nights, performances, food and workshops, and often have earlier opening
times. (see ‘Intendente/Graca and further afield’ below, & follow social media).

e There’s also the excellent ‘Aconchego House’ near Marques de Pombal, which is a non-profit
LGBTQIA+ community venue with a relaxed café/bar on one side, and a co-working space on
the other. They are good for a daytime queer scene, host regular social events, including
Friday night Queer Karaoke, dance classes, meditation groups, board game nights, yoga,
painting workshops, queer comedy nights, pop-up kitchen/dining experiences, and a monthly
Amateur Drag Show.

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Beyond the Scene...

If you’re in Lisbon or Porto for a visit, the commercial scene of bars, clubs, etc are
more than enough to fill a week-or-two. But if you’re staying longer, or just want
to meet people outside of a bar or an App, you’ll need to read beyond this section
and follow a few social media accounts for Portugal’s queer social scene...

LGBTQ social groups across Portugal are diverse and busy, with something for
everyone: pop-up party networks, boardgame nights, circuit parties, adventure
sports, queer women’s sex networks, volunteering opportunities, rainbow family
groups, queer Fado, a queer techno/rave scene, book groups, ex-pat groups, youth
groups, LGBTQ choirs, queer Black social groups, Carnival collectives, publishing
projects, hiking and outdoor groups, Grrrls roller derby, political groups, multiple
sports groups, WhatsApp social networks, beach sports, student associations, quiz
nights, Trans socials, queer picnics, Brazilian samba groups, Women’s maracatu,
Ballroom nights, social support organisations, Goddess and Temple nights,
women’s arts groups, monthly club nights, food workshops, mid-week meetups,
amateur dramatics, queer Portuguese language exchanges and teachers — the list
of queer groups goes on and on!

Queer life in Portugal has changed a lot over the last 20+ years and many LGBTQ
people live queer lives among their families and friends. But queer social networks
are still vital for building networks, meeting the love of your life, building
confidence, and finding support.

The commercial LGBTQ scene can be great fun, but there’s more to life than bars
and Grindr. There are more opportunities than ever to make queer friends and
socialise in queer spaces — and not just in Lisbon/Porto.

So when you’re ready to get more involved with the queer communities of
Portugal, finish reading the ‘Scene’ section on the next few pages, but also have a
read through other sections, like ‘Meeting people, making friends and having fun’ -
and follow the social media accounts for everything you think might be fun —

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How Finding Your Queer Community Actually Happens...
(Spoiler Alert — It’s usually smaller, slower, and more mundane than you think)

Everyone wants to find their queer community. But unfamiliar spaces can feel intimidating.

Finding community often starts with very small (but brave) steps:
- Sit at the table
- Say ‘Hi’ to someone you don’t know (focus on people you find friendly, not just sexy)
- Say one mildly awkward sentence
- Smile and compliment someone’s outfit
- Stay around after an event instead of rushing off.

Queer community usually builds through:
- Showing up more than once
- Going back when it would be easier not to. (Even when you feel awkward, you feel
invisible, you almost bail out at the last minute).

Lower the pressure on yourself —It’s OK if you don’t immediately find:
- Familiar faces
- Casual hellos
- Knowing where everthing is and how things work
- Running into the same people.

Community takes effort - not exhausting effort, but:
- Repetition
- Tolerance of awkwardness (yours and theirs)
- Consistency when motivation dies
- Doing things even when you feel shy.

Community grows faster when you roll up your sleeves and participate.
One of the easiest ways to build community is to be somewhere regularly.
Being in a community involves supporting that community:
- You already add something by being there
- When you are ready, you can add more by contributing: your voice, your support, your

ideas, by offering a lift, by saying ‘Hi’ to someone who is new (like you once were).

We build the spaces we wish already existed.

The Lisbon Scene: Nightclubs for dancing — Regular clubs, circuit parties, party

networks and raves. (Also see Women’s groups, organisations and services )

Age-checking is rare, but since 2015 the legal age for entering a nightclub is 16 years (18 in venues
where there is sex on the premises), however many venues will restrict to 18 on busy nights. Keep
your entry tickets! — they can usually be exchanged for a drink (sometimes two) at the bar.

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Classy Bars and speakeasys

The typical bars of Lisbon are small, affordable, unpretentious and lively, and in the tourist areas
overpriced cocktail bars pop up every day. But for more relaxed, sophisticated drinking, cultured
surroundings and mood-lighting you’ll need directions to avoid tourist-traps and find the more
interesting places.

None of the following bars advertise themselves as specifically LGBTQ, but all are generally welcoming
and Foxtrot in particular has been a queer-friendly space since the 1970s. Don’t be put off by the need
to ring a doorbell for entry — they’re not exclusive, but the door policy enables them to turn away
large crowds and rowdy drunks. Most of these places have table service.

Foxtrot.

In Principe Real near the local gay bars and can be included in a stroll around the
neighbourhood. One of the oldest (and largest) bars in Lisbon, it claims its dimly lit rooms are
decorated “like a typical English Pub” (sort of @), and it does have a tiny garden, a fireplace
in winter, table service, a snooker table, a smoking room, and serves steak meals until very
late. Open every day 18:00-02:00 (03:00 on weekends). Ring doorbell for entry.

Travessa Santa Teresa, 28, 1200-405, Lisbon. (Recognise it by its narrow art-deco entrance).

Bar Procopio.

This smaller bar (with curious Art Nouveaux décor) is in a quiet courtyard at the distant end of
Principe Real (after Rato Metro station) so might involve a bit of a walk, but it is lovely
combined with an early evening stroll in the nearby Amoreiras gardens to see the aqueduct
and have a pre-drink coffee at the garden’s quiosque. Mon-Sat 18:00-03:00. Closed Sundays
and holidays.

Pavilhdo Chines. (Chinese Pavilion)

| hesitate to include Pavilhdo Chines here because its convenient location between Bairro
Alto/Principe Real has led to over-exposure. But earlier in the evening, before the crowds
arrive, its fascinating interior of museum cabinets filled with nick-nacks and stuffed animals is
a fun location, they do manage the overcrowding, and there are three pool tables in the rear.
Table service. Ring doorbell for entry. Every day: 18:00-02:00.

Alex's

Alex’s LONG LIST is more than a list of bars, clubs and other venues. But when
you need a map of Lisbon’s queer venues, ‘Alex’s Map of LGBTQ Lisbon‘ lists 41
locations in Lisbon, with weblinks and info on opening times, etc on
Googlemaps. - Bookmark it in your phone!

Lisbon has two types of beaches — easy-to-reach City beaches and, across the river, the Wild
beaches of Costa da Caparica (and Arrabida).

City beaches of Lisbon.

The many sandy (and some rocky) beaches near Lisbon are easy to reach by the trainline that
shuttles back-and-forth between the two termini at Cais do Sodre and Cascais (~40 minutes
along the yellow line on the map below). The water and beaches are clean and generally well
cared for (although beaches nearest the city are occasionally closed after Spring rains wash surface

grime off the streets into the river).

These city beaches are easy to get to, are linked by a continuous promenade/path from Lisbon
to Cascais, and can be great on quieter days, with beach umbrellas, toilets, cafes and
restaurants etc. But these beaches are also popular with families and children over weekends
and school holidays (Mid-June/Mid-Sept), can get super-crowded in the summer, and many of
these beaches become narrow when there is a high tide. www.lisbonbeachesguide.com
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None of this selected shortlist is a specifically gay beach, but each have their own character.
They can be fun to explore by walking between beaches via the promenade/train stations:

e Caxias beach is one of the closest to central Lisbon, with a train station right next to
the small castle that separates two beaches, and a further (narrow) beach to the right.
Caxias is sometimes a bit quieter than beaches further up the line. During the
summer, the small beach to the right of the castle (as you look at the sea) is probably
one of the gayest beaches, and includes a concession on the sand run by queer staff,
with umbrellas/sun-beds for rent and their own bar on the sand. There’s also a
bar/café/restaurant behind the beach, with a small grass lawn, toilets, showers, etc.

e The end of the railway line at Cascais (40 minutes from Cais do Sodre) has several
smaller beaches in this pleasant (rather up-market) resort town, with lots of
restaurants, shops, museums, parks, etc — a good option for a day out with more than
just the beach.

e Carcavelos beach (15min walk from Carcavelos station) is the largest single expanse of
sand and is lively with surfers, volley-ball players, large groups playing music, and has
plenty of facilities (and a picturesque castle at one end).
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e Santo Amaro is popular, wide and lively, with a busy McDonalds in the park behind
the beach, from where you can walk through the pleasant gardens to the small town
centre and station of Oeiras.

e Between the stations of Parede and Estoril the long promenade includes a stretch of
coastline that is mostly rocky (with smaller sandy beaches between), so if you're
happy to sit on rocks these can be the quietest areas on a busy weekend.

The following are among the easiest city beaches easily reachable along this train line: Praia
de Caxias (Caxias station), Praia da Conceicdo (Cascais station), Praia do Tamariz (Estoril
station), Carcavelos (Carcavelos station + 15mins walk), Praia de Santo Amaro (Santo Amaro
station).

Wild beaches across the river from Lisbon - Costa da Caparica (and
Arrabida)

Across the river from the city is a continuous 30km (18mile) arc of sand dunes. Near the top is
the (unexceptional) resort town known as Costa da Caparica, with multiple beach bars
numbered from 1 (nearer the river mouth) to 20. Beach number 19 (officially ‘Praia de Bela
Vista’) is Lisbon’s main gay beach (marked with the red pin on the map below): wide, remote,
clothing optional - with discreet (but busy) sand dunes.
(In 2025 the Portuguese erotic artist Antonio da Silva made a film ‘Spring at Beach 19’
[but bear in mind that the cruising is not generally so obvious as the porn actors in this film!]):
https://antoniodasilvafilms.com/springatbeach19
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The drawback of Beach 19’s remote charm is its distance from public transport - but there are
several ways to get there, depending on your time, budget and the traffic:
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The easiest and fastest option is to get an Uber or Bolt (which will be relatively
inexpensive compared to many cities - especially if you share). Consider your timing
though - at the end of a sunny weekend the demand for cars is high and traffic can
bottle-neck at the main ‘25 April’ bridge over the river.

There are public transport bus options, some starting within central Lisbon, crossing
the bridge and continuing all the way to the beach-town of Costa da Caparica - but
only one or two of these buses go all the way to Beach 19.

There used to be a much-loved 9km narrow-gauge train along the back of the beach from the
town of Costa da Caparica to Beach 20 - but [although it’s still featured in many travel guides!] the
Transpraia train stopped in 2019 @). Plans to bring back the Transpraia train have been
announced for 2026/7, but we wait to see what happens next. Watch this space...

If you have a bicycle - | like to take the 15minute ferry across the river from Belem to
Trafaria, and then follow the recently extended cycle lane, almost all the way to
Beach 19. It takes about an hour (+/- depending on your fitness), the bike lane is
mostly flat, and you get to experience the ferry trip (occasional dolphins!), the tatty
resort at Costa da Caparica, and the coast along the way. (Note: the city-bike scheme
(Gira bikes) are not allowed on the ferries, and some bike-rentals don’t allow you to
take their bikes on ferries — Check before you hire a bike. Also, you cannot cycle or
walk over the bridge — it’s a motorway only!).

In April 2025, a new Beach 19 transport service was announced for the summer
months — but it is stopped for the winter — Check to see when it is running again.
From Thursday to Sunday (in the Summer) ‘Beach Society’ ran an occasional “color
filled beach bus” on which seats could be reserved in advance (essential advance
booking. 20Euros [30 for a couple]. Pick-up/drop-off points were in Bairro Alto [Late
Birds Hotel] and Arroios [Maria Food Hub restaurant]. Also offered were: Umbrella &
chair rental; Pet friendly; free water included Round-trip booking [essential]. (Group
booking service also available). www.beach19bus.com ;

Other options south of the river include:

Villa Tr3s and 3Sauna. A gay resort and spa near the beaches south of Lisbon - from the
people who run Bar Tr3s in Principe Real. Thirteen comfortable ensuite rooms with air-con,
pool, bar, garden, sauna, steam room, Jacuzzis, clothing-optional, relax cabins, showers,
‘RuPool’ drag shows. A day pass (20€) gives you full access (Note: bring your essential flip-
flops or buy them on site for 6€). Villa Tr3s, Charneca de Caparica, Rua Teresa Leitdo Barros,
4. 10-15 km south of the river, near the beaches of Costa da Caparica. www.3sauna.pt ;

NATO Beach (Praia da NATO), officially known as ‘Praia da Adiga’, is 1.5 kilometres of wild,
white sand located close to a NATO army base on top of the cliffs, and is officially a clothing-
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optional beach. It is south of Beach 19, after the tatty village of Fonte da Telha. In July and
August, when Beach 19 and the neighbouring beach at Fonte da Telha get busy, it’s possible
to walk south to NATO Beach (if you’re fit and active). Note: the sea tends to be rougher here
than most of the Costa da Caparica beaches and there is no lifeguard. For a map see:

Meco Beach (Praia do Meco), officially ‘Praia do Moinho de Baixo’, this was Portugal’s first
legal nudist beach. Meco is a small village even further south than NATO Beach (above). it is
the wildest beach along this stretch, with sand dunes, cliffs, pine woods and sometimes
vigorous waves (but no life-guard). But Praia do Meco now has an extensive carpark behind
the dunes and can get busy, so loses much of its charm on summer weekends, when most
people choose to wear swimming costumes - fewer as you walk further south. For a map see:

Arrabida beaches

Even further south, between the beach towns of Sesimbra and Setubal is the Arrabida Coastal
natural park with chalk cliffs, caves with bats, a mountain range, south-facing beaches, and
dolphins. The beaches at the foot of the cliffs are spectacular, popular with snorkellers and
people trying to escape the crowds, but they are difficult to reach by public transport, have
very little parking, often involve steep climbs, and most have no services (or shade!).

N.B. Since 2025 ‘Meta’ (Facebook / Instagram / WhatsApp / etc) have been

arbitrarily blocking/deleting/restricting accounts with queer content, often
responding to homophobic reports orchestrated by bots. This has forced some groups and
organisations to open new accounts (e.g. www.instagram.com/dezanove.PT ;

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How Finding Your Queer Community Actually Happens...
(Spoiler Alert — It’s usually smaller, slower, and more mundane than you think)

Everyone wants to find their queer community. But unfamiliar spaces can feel intimidating.

Finding community often starts with very small (but brave) steps:
- Sit at the table
- Say ‘Hi’ to someone you don’t know (focus on people you find friendly, not just sexy)
- Say one mildly awkward sentence
- Smile and compliment someone’s outfit
- Stay around after an event instead of rushing off.

Queer community usually builds through:
- Showing up more than once
- Going back when it would be easier not to. (Even when you feel awkward, you feel
invisible, you almost bail out at the last minute).

Lower the pressure on yourself —It’s OK if you don’t immediately find:
- Familiar faces
- Casual hellos
- Knowing where everthing is and how things work
- Running into the same people.

Community takes effort - not exhausting effort, but:
- Repetition
- Tolerance of awkwardness (yours and theirs)
- Consistency when motivation dies
- Doing things even when you feel shy.

Community grows faster when you roll up your sleeves and participate.
One of the easiest ways to build community is to be somewhere regularly.
Being in a community involves supporting that community:
- You already add something by being there
- When you are ready, you can add more by contributing: your voice, your support, your

ideas, by offering a lift, by saying ‘Hi’ to someone who is new (like you once were).

We build the spaces we wish already existed.

Somersby OutJazz Sunday Festivals — Free festivals, every Sunday afternoon/evening from
May to September (incl.). More than just ‘jazz’, these Sunday afternoon/evening festivals in
the parks of the river-side suburban municipality of Oeiras feature the best of soul, funk and
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hip-hop, etc — all for free! Each month they move to a new park, and the line-up varies but
typically includes a live act followed by a DJ. Great vibe for groups of friends, but also family-
friendly. Beer tents, food vans, dancing on grass - music and good vibes reign! It’s the perfect
way to end the weekend, from 5pm until sunset (around 9pm). Check the website for this
week’s park venue, performers and vibe. www.outjazz.pt
NOTE: Since 2023 Out/azz have been encouraging spending at their events by limiting
the amount of your own drinks and food you can bring in. But, at most [not all] of the
parks you can sit just outside the event boundary and use the public park as you like!
Within the festival boundary however, you can no longer bring your own alcohol -
only plastic (no glass) bottles of water or juice, with a maximum capacity of 33cl and
without a lid. (Glass is prohibited, but reusable cups from other events are accepted if
they are calibrated at 0.30cl). Small amounts of food are permitted, but full picnics are
no longer allowed.

Soak up the atmosphere at Lisbon’s main ‘flea market’ - the Feira da Ladra — Every Tuesday
and Saturday, from 08:00 to 17:00 (although it starts winding down once the crowds thin-out
depending on the weather/time of the year). Located in Campo de Santa Clara, at the far end
of Alfama, behind the monastery of Sdo Vicente de Fora - this characterful out-door market of
second-hand ‘antiques’ is the place to find ‘diamonds in the dust’. The market is ideal for
strolling, exploring, sitting in the gardens and people-watching, with lots of coffee /brunch/

LGBT equal rights and protections
therefore extend to all laws, rights and responsibilities: civil marriage, age of consent,
parenting, adoption, etc, etc. Citizens are free to change their gender on birth certificates — no
medical opinion required (although gender is currently still defined in binary terms).

Lisbon is very close to two tectonic fault lines (on which the Earthquake of 1755 took place - leading
to the birth of seismology). Minor earthquakes happen every couple of weeks but are generally
too small to be felt (around 3.0 on the logarithmic Richter Scale 1-10). Lisbon hasn’t had a
serious earthquake for more than 270 years, but if you’re keen to know more, all the following
pages are available in English & Portuguese:

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Praia do Barril (Santa Luzia - Tavira) A clothing-optional beach on a small peninsula
near Santa Luzia. A popular place for cruising - generally on the east side of the beach.

Praia Sao Jodo de Arens (Between Portimao and Alvor) A secluded beach popular
with LGBTQ+ beachgoers throughout the year. Surrounded by cliffs, it can be
challenging to reach via the tricky path, so appropriate shoes are essential! If the tide
is low, you can also explore other beaches along the coast. It can be difficult to park
nearby — so you may need to park along the coast and walk a bit.

Submarine Beach (Alvor). When Praia de Jodo de Arens (above) is full, this is a nearby
beach popular with gay men and straight naturists — but the beach disappears at high
tide so be prepared! When the tide allows, arches and other openings give access to
small hidden caves. Submarine beach is 13 minutes’ drive from Portimao, via Av. das
Comunidades Lusiadas. You can also take the bus-train for 45 mins to the ‘Prainha’
stop, from where the beach is a 15 min walk.

Praia Grande de Péra (Western Algarve, between Armagdo de Péra and the Salgados
lakes) Large sandy area where naturism is accepted. Framed by an area of dunes and
another by cliffs. Popular with gay tourists.

Praia do Canavial (Lagos - Ponta da Piedade). Secluded and peaceful, this dramatic
beach outside of Lagos is close to Ponta da Piedade. The walk down limestone cliffs to
the secluded beach can be steep, and the beach is reduced to a thin strip when the
tide is in!

Meia Praia (Lagos). Meia Praia beach is one of the Algarve’s most popular family
beaches, but the far eastern end, where it becomes known as ‘Praia do Vale da Lama’
is also one of the region's main gay and (unofficial) naturist beaches. Note - there are
no services at this beach, so bring your own water, etc!

Beach number 19 (officially ‘Praia de Bela Vista’) is Almada’s (and Lisbon’s) main gay
beach: wide, remote, clothing optional - with discrete (but busy) sand dunes.

NATO Beach (Praia da NATO), also known as ‘Praia da Adica’, is 1.5 kilometres of wild,
wide, white sand located close to a NATO army base on top of the cliffs and is
officially a clothing-optional beach. It is south of Beach 19, after the village of Fonte da
Telha. In July and August, when Beach 19 and the neighbouring beach at Fonte da
Telha get busy, it’s possible to walk south to NATO Beach (if you're fit and active).
Note: the sea tends to be rougher here than most of the Costa da Caparica beaches
and there is no lifeguard. For a map see: www.lisbongaycircuit.com/beachs [sic]

Meco Beach (Praia do Meco), Portugal’s first official nudist beach. Meco is a small
village even further south than NATO Beach (above). Officially named ‘Praia do
Moinho de Baixo’, it is the wildest beach along this stretch, with sand dunes, cliffs,
pine woods and sometimes vigorous waves (but no life-guard). But Meco has an
extensive carpark behind the dunes and can get busy, so loses much of its charm on
summer weekends, and most people choose to wear swimming costumes - fewer as
you walk further south.

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Finding medium and long-term accommodation in Lisbon

However much we love Portugal, it can have challenges — and finding accommodation is
often one of them — especially in Lisbon and Porto! (In 2025, the property website Flatio
estimated the median price for a room in Lisbon was 599 euros - Up ~9% from the
previous year).

So here is a list of websites and services for finding medium and long-term
accommodation (4months+). Most links refer to services in Lisbon, but many cover all of
Portugal.

Also, consider making a post in social groups. Word-of-mouth is often the most effective
way to find your ideal queer-friendly rooms/apartments — Ask about accommodation by
introducing yourself, adding a photo and a bit of info (see Meeting People, Making Friends
and Having Fun for social groups and places to network).

(Some of the Facebook groups below fluctuate in activity and the effectiveness of the group
moderation, so be aware of the potential for rental scams and treat them caution)

Here are a few tips to help you avoid rental scams (adapted from the Erasmus Life Housing Guide:

https://erasmuslifehousing.com/guide).

e If you are in contact with an individual, check if they work for an official
organisation/company and then ask them to continue the conversation through an official
channel.

e If the rental will not be done through a rental organisation/company, ask for a video chat to
see the apartment and the person — you can also ask to see their ID to make sure this matches
what they have told you.

e What is the price? Check the rent of similar rooms in the area. If the room sounds too cheap
to be true, then it probably is!

e  Where possible, visit the apartment to make sure it matches the pictures/description you
have been given.

e Search the address on google maps and make sure the building exists.

o If you are asked to make a payment to a bank account that is not in the name of the landlord
OR to a bank account that is not in Portugal (the IBAN must start with PT) then this should
catch your attention!

These tips cannot be 100% effective, and everyone should be wary of scams, and verify the
room/landlord in every way possible.

blockbuster films all across and around the city - mostly located in shopping centres (none in
the historic centre of the city, so a Metro journey from the centre is usual). Look online for
your nearest, but the most central are:

- UCI El Corte Inglés (Avenida Antdnio Augusto de Aguiar 31. 1069-413. Metro: Sao
Sebastiao.) Has some luxury seats.

- Cinema City Campo Pequeno. (Centro Comercial Campo Pequeno. Avenida Republica.
1000-082. Metro: Campo Pequeno. Friends who are keen film buffs recommend this
place. Has a luxury area.

- NOS Amoreiras (Avenida Engeneiro Duarte Pacheco. 1070-103). Amoreiras is not the
easiest place to reach by Metro, but has whole luxury auditoriums with spacious seats and
fewer noisy popcorn munchers.

The ‘CIPLE exam’ (A2 level) To secure Portuguese permanent residency or citizenship in 2025, proving
A2-level language proficiency is essential, but tests need to be booked many months (up to a year!) in
advance and the process can be confusing — so plan ahead!

dates can get booked-up in just a week or two, so plan ahead! As we go to press in early

Portuguese Host Language (PLA) language classes for residents and migrants (formerly known as
‘Portuguese for Speakers of Other Languages’ (PFOL) or ‘Portuguese for All’ (PPT)). These free courses were
previously managed by the ‘High Commission for Migrants (ACM - Alto Comissariado para as
Migragdes)’ but this work is now integrated into AIMA https://aima.gov.pt/pt/lingua-portuguesa .
Portuguese Host Language (PLA) courses are typically available as evening classes at schools, with a
total 150 hours of face-to-face classes (consistent attendance is an assessed requirement). The
courses generally start once (or twice) a year, typically starting in Sept, and are used by people of all
abilities, so they may not suit everyone (and they get booked-up about a year in advance, so plan
ahead and check each school).

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Health services in Portugal - Key information and the ‘Kit Migrante’

There is no charge for an ambulance (or any emergency service) in Portugal - Call 112 for any emergency.

All registered residents of Portugal, citizens of the European Union and countries with a reciprocal health
agreement, have access to the free public National Health Service (Servico Nacional de Satde/SNS).
Residents (even if they have private health insurance) should obtain a health service user number (Numero do
Utente, or SNS number) from their local Centro da Saude (which provides GP/family doctor/Primary Care
services), and should download the ‘SNS24’ App to their mobile phone (a Portuguese [+351] phone number is
essential for receiving communications about appointments etc). Private insurance healthcare is also available.

If you need non-emergency medical care for any reason, first of all call the national SNS24 helpline on 808 24
24 24 (or use the SNS24 App). The national SNS24 helpline is staffed by bi-lingual (English/Portuguese)
healthcare professionals who will take your details, ask for the nature of your medical need, and will advise
you on the best next steps, directing patients to the most appropriate local doctor, clinic or hospital
emergency department, and if necessary, can highlight cases for urgent attention before you arrive.

A comprehensive introduction to health services for migrants is funded by the Portuguese government and
published by GAT. The online ‘Kit Migrante’ is available in multiple languages and features essential
information on how and where to access health services, with a special focus on sexual health, family planning
& pregnancy, HIV, mental health and vaccination. The guide explains who has access to free care, how/where
to register, what services are available, how to access them, and an extensive list of contacts and support
organisations. (Access for undocumented migrants were debated in parliament in 2025, so an update may be
published in 2026, but access for legal residents is unlikely to change). https://kitmigrante.pt/english

For concerns about possible sexually transmitted infections (STI/STD) - in Lisbon, Almada and Setubal,
specialist sexual screening/check-ups for gay and bisexual men are available at the dedicated ‘GAT
Checkpoint LX’ services (in English and Portuguese) (see below). Across Portugal, the Rede da Rastreio
(Screening Network) is the national network of free, community-based sexual health testing services for gay
and bisexual men, and transgender people, offering testing and treatment for HIV, hepatitis, syphilis, & access
to National Health Services: www.redederastreio.pt/organizacoesparticipantes . Or contact SNS24, as above.

Health and support services for people with HIV are provided by the national health service and also by
specialist community and charitable services that are supported by government funding (see below). (For a list
of specialist groups and services, also see the ‘Community support” section).

Specialist medical and support services for Trans/non-Binary people are available in Lisbon at ‘GAT
Intendente’ in Lisbon (below), staffed by professionals from the populations it serves. (‘Community support’)

Women'’s health services are available from the National Health Service (SNS), and private healthcare services.
Your Centro da Saude/GPs can refer directly to a gynaecologist for contraception, menopause, infertility,
pregnancy, and those who wish to end pregnancy - but waiting times can be lengthy, depending on where you
live. For emergencies, contact SNS24 who will direct you to the appropriate public hospital. Private insurance
typically covers gynaecology (but always check). Private gynaecologist appointments do not need a referral.

Donating Blood.

Anyone can donate blood in Portugal (excepting health risks). The Portuguese ‘Institute of Blood and
Transplantation’ (Instituto Portugués do Sangue e Transplantacdo) provides the service in hospitals,
clinics and mobile units across the country. The National Health Service (SNS) needs 495 liters of
blood every day, and has over 250,000 donors, but needs more.

Donating blood is simple and painless:

e present photo ID (Passport, Resident’s card, or Driver's license)

e complete a questionnaire

e be assessed by a healthcare professional who will check weight, height, hemoglobin and
blood pressure.

The entire process, from registration and clinical screening to collection and a meal, takes approx.
30 minutes.
Group donations (e.g. friends, co-workers) can be scheduled.

Aside from the satisfacion of saving lives, other benefits for donors include:

exemption from SNS subscription fees (co-payments/Taxas moderadoras)
time off from work to donate blood

free parking at SNS facilities when donating
