The Feast of Pentecost (Whitsunday) 

and the Giving of the Law

“Lord, have mercy upon us; and write all these thy laws in our hearts, we beseech thee.”

Both the Jewish rabbis at the time of Christ and the early Church Fathers said that the Feast of
Pentecost, which was a Jewish celebration before it was adopted by the Church, was the
commemoration of the giving of the Law at Mt. Sinai. Modern scholars are not convinced. But even if
there is not an explicit connection between the events, there are certainly theological reasons to
connect them. And that is what the early fathers of the Church recognized. 

Consider just a few parallels between these two events. Both events took place on a mountain—the
Law was given on Mt. Sinai; the Holy Spirit was given on Mt. Zion. In the Book of Exodus, the Law
was given after Moses ascended upon the mountain; in the Book of Acts, the Spirit was given after
Christ ascended into heaven. The Law was given with the manifestation of fire on Mt. Sinai; and
when the Spirit blew into that Upper Room, tongues of fire came to rest upon those who were there.
And it was at Mt. Sinai, when the covenant was ratified, that Israel was constituted as a nation (Ex
19:5-6); while we would point to the Feast of Pentecost in Acts 2 as the constitution of the New
Covenant Church.

So, if we follow this out, there are parallel events concerning Israel’s redemption and ours. They were
delivered from bondage in Egypt and were taken to Mt. Sinai where they received the revelation of
God’s covenant. In the same way, we have celebrated our own Passover through the death and
resurrection of Christ, who is our Passover Lamb. And now, at Pentecost (fifty days later), we
commemorate receiving the Holy Spirit as the enactment of the long-promised New Covenant.

If we think about the Old Testament prophecies, which promised this New Covenant, we will begin
to see these important connections. The LORD said through Jeremiah: “But this is the covenant that I
will make with the house of Israel after those days, says the LORD: I will put My law in their minds,
and write it on their hearts; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people.” (Jer 31:33) And in a
related passage, the LORD says through Ezekiel: “I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit
within you; I will take the heart of stone out of your flesh and give you a heart of flesh. I will put My
Spirit within you and cause you to walk in My statutes, and you will keep My judgments and do
them.” (Ezek 36:26-27)



So there is a clear connection between the outpouring of the Spirit in the New Covenant and the
keeping of the moral Law. But there is also a profound change. Whereas the old covenant had been
written by the finger of God on stone, now the Spirit of God comes to write His Law in our hearts.
Under the old covenant, the Law merely said “Do this;” but in the New Covenant, the Spirit comes in
power to help us walk in God’s commandments.

Of course, all of this is consistent with what our Lord teaches us in the Gospel Lesson for Whitsunday
(Pentecost)—no less than three times—“If you love me, you will keep my commandments” (St. John
14:15-31). Like Israel, we have been delivered from bondage by a sheer act of God’s grace. We stood
still, if you will, and watched our Savior bear our sins on the cross and rise again for our justification
(cf. Ex 14:13). And then fifty days later, on Pentecost, we received His Spirit--who is now at work in us
to help us keep His commandments.

God’s ultimate plan is to conform us into the image of His Son. And since His only begotten Son
walked in His commandments, God also desires that His adopted children would walk in these same
commandments. In our salvation, God has not only delivered us from sin, death and the devil, He is
presently refashioning our hearts and minds that we might love what He loves and hate what He
hates. Our Anglican heritage expresses this beautifully in our Liturgy when we recite the Ten
Commandments and respond: “Lord have mercy upon us; and incline our hearts to keep this law;” and
after the tenth commandment, “write all these thy laws in our hearts, we beseech thee.” While
acknowledging that we have fallen short of perfect obedience we strive to walk in these
commandments—knowing that they are ultimately for our good and for God’s glory.

It is no accident that the Commandments are inserted into our Eucharistic Liturgy. They are a
reminder of our constant need for God’s grace—both in forgiveness for our failure to keep them and
for divine empowerment that we might amend our lives according to His Word. So on Pentecost, we
will celebrate the coming of the Holy Ghost and His ongoing work in our hearts, inclining us to walk
in Christ’s commandments.

Praise God From Whom All Blessings Flow

Hebrews 13:15
“Through Jesus, therefore, let us continually offer to God a sacrifice of praise—the
fruit of lips that openly profess His name.”

The theology of praise is deeply rooted in historic Anglican worship and Scripture.
By praising God, we show our reverence for Him and acknowledge His holiness. The
phrase “For thou only art holy; thou only art the Lord; thou only, O Christ” is found
in the Gloria in excelsis, located in the 1928 BCP. This ancient hymn of praise and
doxology is placed near the end of the communion service, just before the final
blessing and dismissal. 

Praise, however, is not limited to Sunday services. In Anglican spirituality, praise
becomes a life of thanksgiving and obedience. Brother Lawrence, in his book The
Practice of the Presence of God, he teaches that praise should be a continual, loving
conversation with God. Rather than limiting worship to formal prayers, he advocates
a lifestyle in which every mundane task is performed out of deep love for God,
turning daily chores into acts of perpetual adoration. He teaches that it is a mental
habit, that we must train our minds to remember that God is constantly present in
our hearts, and we should continually think about His goodness. Praise should
become as natural as breathing. He believes that God’s grace is present in every
action, and praising God in both good times and hard times honors Him deeply. 

As we grow in Christ, we come to understand that praise is not primarily an
emotional expression, or a well-sung hymn, but our faithful offering of worship to
God in response to His glory, grace, and salvation in Christ. “Therefore with Angels
and Archangels, and with all the company of heaven, we laud and magnify thy
glorious Name; evermore praising thee, and saying,” HOLY, HOLY, HOLY, Lord God
of hosts…” 

Let us join our praises with the invisible church in the eternal worship of God.

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Summertime Sweets!

Cobbler, Crisp, or Crumble?

Summertime brings with it warm sunny days and fresh fruit
straight from the tree or garden.  A favorite summer desert that
has been around since the 19  Century is a fruit cobbler, often
served with ice cream on top! This treat was popular due to the
simple ingredients required to make it: flour, sugar, butter, and
fruit. Cobbler includes a fruit mixture topped with  biscuit dough
rather than pastry like a pie. Typically there is no crust on the
bottom, although some cobblers have multiple layers of crust
pushed down into the fruit as each one browns in the oven. The
dropping of the biscuit dough on top often looked like cobble
stones, and that may have led to the term “Cobbler.”

Other variations evolved over time with extra ingredients. Crisps
and crumbles may include flour, nuts, oats, cookies, and bread
crumbs to make the topping.



Apple, Cranberry, Pear Crisp

8-10 peaches, peeled and sliced
 ½ cup sugar
1 tsp. fresh lemon juice
1 cup all-purpose flour
1 tsp. baking powder
4 cup sugar
1 tsp. salt
8 Tbsp. butter chilled & cut into
small pieces
¼ cup milk
3 Tbsp. sugar

1. Preheat oven to 425 degrees. 
2.Combine peaches, ½ cup sugar, lemon juice. Then
pour into a 2 quart baking dish and bake for 10
minutes.
3.For the biscuit dough, combine flour, sugar, salt,
and baking powder. Then crumble the chilled butter
pieces into the flour mixture by hand or with a
pastry cutter until you have a course meal.
4.Add the milk and stir until the dough is combined.
5.Drop the dough by spoonful on top of the peaches,
sprinkle sugar on top of the entire cobbler and bake
an additional 30 minutes.

Peach Cobbler

Combine sliced apples, pears,
and cranberries. Pour into a 11x7
baking dish.
In a separate bowl, mix the
topping ingredients. Sprinkle
over the fruit mixture. Bake at
350 degrees for 50-55 minutes.

Ingredients:
1 ½ cups peeled & sliced Granny
Smith apples
1 ½ cups peeled & sliced pears
2 cups fresh cranberries
1 cup sugar
3 Tbsp all-purspose flour
Topping:
1 ½ cups oats
½ cup all-purpose flour
½ cup brown sugar
½ cup butter melted



Ingredients:
4 cups fresh or frozen blackberries
1 Tbsp. fresh squeezed lemon juice
1 large egg
1 cup granulated sugar
1 cup all-purpose flour
½ cup oats
6 Tbsp. butter, melted

Blackberry Crumble

Preheat oven to 375. Place
blackberries in 8 inch square
or 9 inch round baking dish
Sprinkle berries with lemon
juice
Stir together egg, sugar, flour
and oats until the mixture is
like a crumbly meal
Crumble the flour mixture
over the blackberries
Drizzle melted butter on top
and bake for 35 minutes until
topping is light brown and
fruit is bubbly.
Let the crumble sit for about
10 minutes before serving
with whip cream or ice cream.



Location: Picnics don’t have to be
far away or planned in advance.
Sometimes an impromptu back
yard picnic provides plenty of
novelty. You may also choose to
visit a park, pond, beach, or
landmark.
Time: The time of  day may add
an element of freshness too. Try a
breakfast, lunch, snack or dinner
picnic depending on your
preference, food items, and
schedule.
Ingredients: Choose easy to pack
foods that won’t spoil quickly.
Pack a variety of items to display
charcuterie style or pre-organize
individual portions. Easy to pack
foods may include grapes,
clementines, carrots, cucumbers,
cheese, a baguette, crackers,
pretzels, bagels, pancakes, yogurt,
water, coffee, juice, or sparkling
water.
Essentials: A table cloth or
blanket defines your picnic space
either on a table or on the ground.
Napkins, plates, cups, and utensils
provide a more typical dining
experience. However, eating right
out of the picnic basket can work
in a pinch too! 
Amenities: Don’t forget to pack
sunscreen, a trash bag, wet wipes
and/or damp cloth for clean-up.
Fun Ideas: Include your backyard
sprinkler, a frisbee or ball to toss,
or plan a nature scavenger hunt.

Greeting others is a courteous way of taking
notice of another’s presence. According to
Emily Post, this manners staple may be
observed in various societies and cultures as a
way to bring people together and show
kindness, although greetings may vary in level
of formality and type of gesture. 

Informal greetings may include a spoken
“hello” or a smile from across the room.
Current slang from children or teenagers
should be discouraged if not within a setting
of same age peers. 

Formal greetings may require the addition of
a person’s title, tone of voice, and posture. For
example, “Hello, Mrs. Smith” or “How do you
do, Bishop Camlin?” These greetings should
be genuine and pleasant. 

Rising to greet someone conveys respect to
people older than you, religious leaders, or
someone of high rank. At other times,
standing may be difficult or not necessary. It
is also courteous for a younger person to
stand and offer their seat to an elderly person
if the need arises.

Handshakes are a gesture of welcome and
good faith. Offer your right hand with a firm
grip.

Etiquette: Greetings 

Departing gracefully still requires a
pleasant tone and appropriate word choice
to end a brief formal or informal encounter.
You may simply say, “Good-bye,’ or “It was
good to see you.” You can politely
communicate that you don’t have time to
continue to visit at this time, but would
like to get together again soon. 

The etiquette of greeting others helps us
tune in to people around us. This is an
important expectation in a community and
should be taught to children to establish
good habits. 



Have you ever been far from the city and seen the stars on a clear night?
Their lights are like a billion tiny crystals set against the dark sky, and
their patterns seem somewhat random, but there is a peacefulness in
how they are arranged. Some flicker with a bit of color, some shine
brightly, and they all move together in harmony. You could spend your
whole lifetime observing them, learning their names, and discovering
the infinite wonders of the universe. The Apostle Paul says that we can
know God through His creation. “For since the creation of the world
God’s invisible qualities, His eternal power and divine nature, have been
clearly seen, being understood from His workmanship” (Romans 1:20). If
we look closely at the beauty of creation, we can see complexity and
depth that is like an infinite golden chain stretching out beyond our
gaze. The Scriptures, like the stars, are also part of God’s creation,
clearly shining with the fire of His Holy Spirit and created in synergy
with human writers.

All of Scripture is inspired by God (2Ti 3:16), not merely a collection of
human writings, but a divine revelation, a reflection of His beauty. This
revelation is the witness of God Himself, so there is harmony and unity
in them, like a 'music of the spheres.' Even though many of the books of
the Bible were written over various times, we refer to them as the Bible,
one book, and one story from Genesis to Revelation. The Scriptures
unfold over time, and so does our understanding. Yet, being they are a
revelation of God, some parts will always seem strange, wild, and
surprising.

As we search the Scriptures, we encounter various types of writing:
poetry, wisdom, songs, and everyday events like meals, weddings, and
funerals. Most of these writings are easy to understand as stories
because they are written clearly in everyday language. However, we may
struggle with some passages, and it is continuing in this struggle where
we will find the deeper meanings that at first seem unclear. Often, we
can understand the more difficult passages in light of the easier ones.
God stoops to us in many ways, even in the Scriptures, so that we can
understand Him and ourselves, and ultimately, they are the revelation of
our salvation through Christ. 

God is Light

The biblical writers were not mere scribes but active collaborators with
the Holy Spirit in writing God’s story, as He makes “His ministers a flame
of fire” (Ps. 104:5). His grace did not abolish their human freedom but
enhanced their gifts, a testament to the divine-human partnership. The
Psalmist praising God says, “O Lord my God, You are very great: You are
clothed with honor and majesty, Who cover Yourself with light as with a
garment, Who stretch out the heavens like a curtain…You send forth Your
Spirit and they are created and You renew the face of the earth (Ps. 104:1-
2, 30). The Holy Spirit renews man and creation and shines through the
biblical writers like light through a prism. As we read, we should wait on
the Spirit to clarify what we need to understand and not rely on our own
wits. What we do understand is for our benefit, and what we do not is
there to encourage us to keep searching. For example, the Lord's teaching
was simple as He often used everyday examples that pointed to deeper
truths and heavenly realities. Remember the night Nicodemus met with
the Lord? There was much he didn't understand, yet he would later defend
Jesus before the Sanhedrin and publicly helped prepare and entomb the
Lord's body.
 
So, you do not need to worry if you don't comprehend all parts of the
Bible. Be thankful that our God is beyond our understanding and know
He will clearly give you what you need daily in your reading. I will leave
you with the third part of Saint John Chrysostom's prayer before reading
the Bible. 

“On you do I set my hope, on my God, that you shall enlighten my mind
and understanding with the light of your knowledge; not only to cherish
those things which are written, but to do them.”



When we think of Pentecost, our first thought is not usually that it is the perfect time
for families to pause and recharge. Yet this “Birthday of the Church” is a beautiful
reminder that we are never meant to do anything alone — and that includes parenting.
The Holy Spirit provides the exact patience, comfort, and wisdom we need for the
chaotic days of motherhood.

While many mothers may feel like they haven’t talked to another adult in days, the work
we are doing is a lifelong commitment to light a fire in our children’s hearts for God, no
matter their age. The home is our fortress — a place where we can protect our children
while welcoming the Holy Spirit to move freely among us.

That is a powerful ministry to be part of, but that doesn’t mean it is easy. Mothers can
still experience burnout, feel overwhelmed, or wonder if they are equipped for the task.
During those difficult sibling squabbles or midnight wake-up calls, remember that just as
the Holy Spirit gave the Apostles the boldness they needed, He is also the ultimate
source of strength for our daily mothering. Let us find ways to celebrate the strength and
boldness of Pentecost with our children and families.

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	Grace
	The Feast of Pentecost (Whitsunday)  and the Giving of the Law
	So there is a clear connection between the outpouring of the Spirit in the New Covenant and the keeping of the moral Law. But there is also a profound change. Whereas the old covenant had been written by the finger of God on stone, now the Spirit of God comes to write His Law in our hearts. Under the old covenant, the Law merely said “Do this;” but in the New Covenant, the Spirit comes in power to help us walk in God’s commandments.
	Of course, all of this is consistent with what our Lord teaches us in the Gospel Lesson for Whitsunday (Pentecost)—no less than three times—“If you love me, you will keep my commandments” (St. John 14:15-31). Like Israel, we have been delivered from bondage by a sheer act of God’s grace. We stood still, if you will, and watched our Savior bear our sins on the cross and rise again for our justification (cf. Ex 14:13). And then fifty days later, on Pentecost, we received His Spirit--who is now at work in us to help us keep His commandments.
	God’s ultimate plan is to conform us into the image of His Son. And since His only begotten Son walked in His commandments, God also desires that His adopted children would walk in these same commandments. In our salvation, God has not only delivered us from sin, death and the devil, He is presently refashioning our hearts and minds that we might love what He loves and hate what He hates. Our Anglican heritage expresses this beautifully in our Liturgy when we recite the Ten Commandments and respond: “Lord have mercy upon us; and incline our hearts to keep this law;” and after the tenth commandment, “write all these thy laws in our hearts, we beseech thee.” While acknowledging that we have fallen short of perfect obedience we strive to walk in these commandments—knowing that they are ultimately for our good and for God’s glory.
	It is no accident that the Commandments are inserted into our Eucharistic Liturgy. They are a reminder of our constant need for God’s grace—both in forgiveness for our failure to keep them and for divine empowerment that we might amend our lives according to His Word. So on Pentecost, we will celebrate the coming of the Holy Ghost and His ongoing work in our hearts, inclining us to walk in Christ’s commandments.
	Act of Praise St. Augustine’s Prayer Book
	Praise, honor and glory be unto thee, most blessed Lord Jesus Christ, for that thou didst institute the Sacrament of thy Body and Blood, and in a wonderful and unspeakable manner dost ever abide with thy people. May Angels and men unite to sing thy praise. and give unceasing thanks for thy great goodness.
	O all ye works of the Lord, bless ye the Lord, praise him and magnify him for ever.
	O ye angels of the Lord, O ye Spirits and Souls of Righteous, O ye Priests of the Lord, Praise him and exhalt him and magnify him for ever. Amen.
	Praise God From Whom All Blessings Flow
	Hebrews 13:15 “Through Jesus, therefore, let us continually offer to God a sacrifice of praise—the fruit of lips that openly profess His name.”
	The theology of praise is deeply rooted in historic Anglican worship and Scripture. By praising God, we show our reverence for Him and acknowledge His holiness. The phrase “For thou only art holy; thou only art the Lord; thou only, O Christ” is found in the Gloria in excelsis, located in the 1928 BCP. This ancient hymn of praise and doxology is placed near the end of the communion service, just before the final blessing and dismissal.
	Praise, however, is not limited to Sunday services. In Anglican spirituality, praise becomes a life of thanksgiving and obedience. Brother Lawrence, in his book The Practice of the Presence of God, he teaches that praise should be a continual, loving conversation with God. Rather than limiting worship to formal prayers, he advocates a lifestyle in which every mundane task is performed out of deep love for God, turning daily chores into acts of perpetual adoration. He teaches that it is a mental habit, that we must train our minds to remember that God is constantly present in our hearts, and we should continually think about His goodness. Praise should become as natural as breathing. He believes that God’s grace is present in every action, and praising God in both good times and hard times honors Him deeply.
	As we grow in Christ, we come to understand that praise is not primarily an emotional expression, or a well-sung hymn, but our faithful offering of worship to God in response to His glory, grace, and salvation in Christ. “Therefore with Angels and Archangels, and with all the company of heaven, we laud and magnify thy glorious Name; evermore praising thee, and saying,” HOLY, HOLY, HOLY, Lord God of hosts…”
	Let us join our praises with the invisible church in the eternal worship of God.

	Etiquette: Greetings
	God is Light
	Have you ever been far from the city and seen the stars on a clear night? Their lights are like a billion tiny crystals set against the dark sky, and their patterns seem somewhat random, but there is a peacefulness in how they are arranged. Some flicker with a bit of color, some shine brightly, and they all move together in harmony. You could spend your whole lifetime observing them, learning their names, and discovering the infinite wonders of the universe. The Apostle Paul says that we can know God through His creation. “For since the creation of the world God’s invisible qualities, His eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly seen, being understood from His workmanship” (Romans 1:20). If we look closely at the beauty of creation, we can see complexity and depth that is like an infinite golden chain stretching out beyond our gaze. The Scriptures, like the stars, are also part of God’s creation, clearly shining with the fire of His Holy Spirit and created in synergy with human writers.
	All of Scripture is inspired by God (2Ti 3:16), not merely a collection of human writings, but a divine revelation, a reflection of His beauty. This revelation is the witness of God Himself, so there is harmony and unity in them, like a 'music of the spheres.' Even though many of the books of the Bible were written over various times, we refer to them as the Bible, one book, and one story from Genesis to Revelation. The Scriptures unfold over time, and so does our understanding. Yet, being they are a revelation of God, some parts will always seem strange, wild, and surprising.
	As we search the Scriptures, we encounter various types of writing: poetry, wisdom, songs, and everyday events like meals, weddings, and funerals. Most of these writings are easy to understand as stories because they are written clearly in everyday language. However, we may struggle with some passages, and it is continuing in this struggle where we will find the deeper meanings that at first seem unclear. Often, we can understand the more difficult passages in light of the easier ones. God stoops to us in many ways, even in the Scriptures, so that we can understand Him and ourselves, and ultimately, they are the revelation of our salvation through Christ.

	The biblical writers were not mere scribes but active collaborators with the Holy Spirit in writing God’s story, as He makes “His ministers a flame of fire” (Ps. 104:5). His grace did not abolish their human freedom but enhanced their gifts, a testament to the divine-human partnership. The Psalmist praising God says, “O Lord my God, You are very great: You are clothed with honor and majesty, Who cover Yourself with light as with a garment, Who stretch out the heavens like a curtain…You send forth Your Spirit and they are created and You renew the face of the earth (Ps. 104:1-2, 30). The Holy Spirit renews man and creation and shines through the biblical writers like light through a prism. As we read, we should wait on the Spirit to clarify what we need to understand and not rely on our own wits. What we do understand is for our benefit, and what we do not is there to encourage us to keep searching. For example, the Lord's teaching was simple as He often used everyday examples that pointed to deeper truths and heavenly realities. Remember the night Nicodemus met with the Lord? There was much he didn't understand, yet he would later defend Jesus before the Sanhedrin and publicly helped prepare and entomb the Lord's body.
	So, you do not need to worry if you don't comprehend all parts of the Bible. Be thankful that our God is beyond our understanding and know He will clearly give you what you need daily in your reading. I will leave you with the third part of Saint John Chrysostom's prayer before reading the Bible.
	“On you do I set my hope, on my God, that you shall enlighten my mind and understanding with the light of your knowledge; not only to cherish those things which are written, but to do them.”
	Timely Tidbits

	Welcome the Holy Spirit
	When we think of Pentecost, our first thought is not usually that it is the perfect time for families to pause and recharge. Yet this “Birthday of the Church” is a beautiful reminder that we are never meant to do anything alone — and that includes parenting. The Holy Spirit provides the exact patience, comfort, and wisdom we need for the chaotic days of motherhood.
	While many mothers may feel like they haven’t talked to another adult in days, the work we are doing is a lifelong commitment to light a fire in our children’s hearts for God, no matter their age. The home is our fortress — a place where we can protect our children while welcoming the Holy Spirit to move freely among us.
	That is a powerful ministry to be part of, but that doesn’t mean it is easy. Mothers can still experience burnout, feel overwhelmed, or wonder if they are equipped for the task. During those difficult sibling squabbles or midnight wake-up calls, remember that just as the Holy Spirit gave the Apostles the boldness they needed, He is also the ultimate source of strength for our daily mothering. Let us find ways to celebrate the strength and boldness of Pentecost with our children and families.
