Ministry Teams are groups designed 
with the purpose of supporting the
ministry of the church through the
service of its members. They provide
opportunities for the congregation
to participate in the service of the
Lord through using their gifts,
talents, and skills to assist in fulfilling
the church’s mission to Love God,
Love People, and Make Disciples.

Each team will be given a
coordinator that is responsible for
leading and facilitating the team.
This coordinator will be appointed
by the pastoral staff and approved
by the trustees. They will work in
conjunction with the pastoral staff
to accomplish the team’s purpose. 

The idea behind a ‘team ministry’
approach is that anyone is able to
serve on a team. Certain teams
have restrictions placed on the
manner of appointment and
qualifications for serving. With  
some teams, there will be open
and ongoing opportunities; others
will have some restrictions as far as
service goes.

Vacation Bible School - 2025
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A church member would like to work at the Baton Rouge Food Bank
and would like a team. This individual would reach out to the Pastoral
Staff and communicate that desire. The Pastors would assess whether
this area of service is consistent with the Mission and Core Values of the
Church and appoint this team, and lend support to publicity and
enlistment of the team. The requesting individual could then be
appointed as the coordinator for that team. In most cases, the
expectation would be that the individual requesting the establishment
of the team would be expected to be the coordinator for that team.
Most teams formed through this process will be short-term teams that
would dissolve once their specific task is completed. Not all requests
can be accommodated. Individuals are always encouraged to get
involved in serving in the Baton Rouge community with the effort of
making the gospel known.

Let’s now see what a ministry team description would look like!

Some teams will serve on a short-term basis
and dissolve after their work is completed.
Others, however,  will be “standing” in the
sense that their work will be ongoing.
Coordinators should be appointed for a certain
period of time with a contingency for a period
of rest so as not to wear them out. Periods of
enlistment should be given frequently to
highlight the opportunities to serve.

The Pastors and Church Staff will be the
liaisons for resourcing these teams and
coordinators. In some cases, staff members
will serve as the coordinators for the individual
teams. Teams can be added based on assessed
needs or an individual’s desire for ministry
outreach into the community.
