Promise for Haiti exists to demonstrate the love of
Christ by partnering with and investing in local
Haitian leaders to provide the best healthcare and
education in Haiti. Promise for Haiti supports
healthcare in Pignon through the Health Partners
Program. Here's how the program works:

First, staff member John Robert identifies families
according to financial need. Doctors provide tests,
medication, surgeries, and hospitalization as
needed for both preventative and urgent
healthcare. Then the invoice is forwarded to
Promise for Haiti and paid out of the Health
Partners fund. In partnership, Our Savior's
sponsors ten Haitian families.
