Cologne

Gothic Grandeur & Rhine Legends

Awake to the sight of Cologne, one of Germany’s
most storied cathedral cities. After breakfast,
explore the charming Old Town, where narrow
lanes and colorful facades reflect centuries of
history. A highlight of your visit is the
magnificent Cologne Cathedral, a masterpiece of
High Gothic architecture and a UNESCO World
Heritage Site, whose soaring twin spires
dominate the skyline. While in town, you may
also wish to sample a glass of Kdlsch, the city’s
distinctive local beer.

This afternoon, enjoy time at leisure or opt
for a more active excursion to the scenic
Siebengebirge Nature Reserve, Germany’s
first protected natural park, and the
legendary Drachenfels castle ruins perched
high above the Rhine. After a rewarding day
of culture and exploration, return to your
vessel for dinner as you continue cruising
along the storied waters of the Rhine.



Along the Romantic Moselle

Today your AMADEUS vessel cruises the enchanting Moselle
River, where steep terraced vineyards cascade down sunlit
hillsides in one of Germany’s most celebrated wine regions. After
lunch, arrive in the fairytale town of Cochem, a charming
riverside gem of winding lanes, medieval gates, and half-timbered
houses. Explore at your leisure or join a guided visit to the hilltop
Reichsburg Castle for sweeping views of the valley, followed by
an opportunity to sample exceptional local wines before your
vessel continues onward toward Koblenz late this evening.




Rhine
Legends

Arrive early in Koblenz, set at the
meeting point of the Rhine and
Moselle Rivers, and explore its
historic streets on a guided walking
tour. Later, relax on deck as you
cruise through the breathtaking
Upper Middle Rhine Valley, a UNESCO
World Heritage Site famed for
vineyard-clad slopes, hilltop castles,
and the legendary Lorelei Rock.

In Rlddesheim, choose between a
guided stroll with a visit to the
Mechanical Music Cabinet Museum or
a wine tasting and walk along the
lively Drosselgasse. After dinner on
board, enjoy an elegant evening
performance, The Music of the Rhine,
celebrating the composers and
legends inspired by this storied river.

Experience Strasbourg from a different
perspective on a guided canal boat tour
along the River Ill, gliding past medieval
quarters and elegant civic buildings. After
lunch on board, relax and enjoy scenic
cruising along the romantic Rhine as your
journey continues toward Switzerland.
